Obé navazuji na surrealistické tendence, které vyvrcholily
ve tricatych letech 20. stoleti. Proto si zvolily jako ,hosta“ FrantiSka Janouska (1890—-1943), vyznamného ¢eského
surrealistu. Ve sbirkach Galerie hlavniho mésta Prahy se nachazi jeho ilustrace k Maeterlinckové knize Zivot véel
z roku 1935. Nazev vystavy odkazuje k reckému pojmu ,,éntomos’, ze kterého pozdéji vzniklo oznaceni pro hmyz

~entoma“. Obé autorky vidi v dnesni ekologicke krizi, kdy vymiraji vcely a ostatni hmyz, predzvést lidske katastrofy.
Zsofia Keresztes pracuije s tématy sebe-pozirani a Anna Hulagova se zabyva symbiézou élovéka a hmyzu. Entomos

je jejich prvni spolec¢nou vystavou.

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This exhibition presents two young sculptors who are rising Central European stars: the Czech artist Anna
Hulacova and her Hungarian contemporary Zsofia Keresztes. Both develop the Surrealist tendencies that culminated
in the 1930s. The artists have invited FrantiSek Janousek (1890-1943), a prominent Czech Surrealist, as their “guest”.
Janousek’s 1935 illustration for Maeterlinck’s book The Life of the Bee is housed in the collections of the Prague City
Gallery, and the name of the exhibition refers to the ancient Greek term “éntomos” (“dissected”), the plural of which,

“éntoma’, was later used to mean “insects”. Both artists see in today’s environmental crisis, when bees and other
insects are dying, the precursor of a manmade disaster. Zsdfia Keresztes explores the theme of cannibalism and
Anna Hulacova deals with the symbiosis of man and insects. Entomos is their first joint exhibition.

Anna Hulacova

(born 1984 in Susice,
Czechoslovakia) studied at the Academy
of Fine Arts in Prague in the years
2006-2012. In 2016, she was a finalist of
the Jindrich Chalupecky Award, and in
2017 she was named Artist of the Year in
the Czech Republic.

Her primarily figurative works
embody an idiosyncratic aesthetics
blurring boundaries of the past and
the future, i.e., Surrealist elements
combined with post-internet digital
prints. The combination of natural and
industrial materials in her work implies
an intentional ambiguity, characterized
by contrasting techniques and themes
that stem from a certain attempt at
reconciliation: how to redefine the
meaning of figural art.

Anna Hulacova is represented
by hunt kastner in Prague.
